Mrs. Davis’ English Class Activities and Assignments—
Weeks 13 & 14 (November 8-19, 2010)
Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV AP (Periods 1-5):
Monday, November 8, 2010:  Students used all class time to complete the Arkansas Prevention Needs Assessment Survey.

Tuesday, November 9, 2010:  Students turned in their Act IV graphic organizers and the second entry of their Character Diaries.  Students then reviewed the main events of Act IV and viewed clips.  Because of most classes being abbreviated due to the advisory period, no classes completed the Act IV quotes quiz.  That quiz will be given in conjunction with the Act V quotes quiz at the start of class on Thursday.

Wednesday, November 10, 2010:  Students viewed Act V in class.  Students are to prepare their final character diary entry and Act V graphic organizer, and review for the quiz over Acts IV-V that will be given in class on Thursday.

Thursday, November 11, 2010:  Students completed the quizzes over Acts IV-V of Hamlet.  Some classes had to use class time to finish the viewing, while other classes moved forward with a thematic review of the play.  As homework, students are to finish composing their final character diary entry, over the actions and events of Acts IV-V of Hamlet.

Friday, November 12, 2010:  Students reviewed two weeks of multiple-choice practice, and reviewed more thematic elements of Hamlet.

Monday, November 15, 2010:  Students completed the Hamlet Essay Exam.

Tuesday, November 16, 2010:  Students completed the Hamlet Objective Test.

Wednesday, November 17, 2010:  Students completed the Sonnet SPLOTTS Quiz, after reviewing the results of their Hamlet Essay Exams.

Thursday, November 18, 2010:  Students entered class and viewed the results of their Hamlet Objective Tests.  Students then completed two free-association exercises as an introduction to Heart of Darkness.  Students began reading the novel, and are to be through the middle of page 15 before the start of class tomorrow.

Friday, November 19, 2010:  Students began class by entering the answers to their weekly multiple-choice practice.  The questions and correct answers were briefly reviewed, then students gave their attention to the instructions for completing the Hamlet Character Diary blog project.  Students also looked at the Heart of Darkness reading schedule and preliminary information about the upcoming independent study project.

Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV-A (Period 7):
Monday, November 8, 2010:  Students used all class time to complete the Arkansas Prevention Needs Assessment Survey.

Tuesday, November 9, 2010: Students completed their reading of Macbeth, Act I.  Students then completed a brief reading quiz and all Act I questions on their Macbeth study sheet.  Any remaining time was devoted to answering the remaining background questions at the start of the study sheet. 

Wednesday, November 10, 2010:  Students completed a new vocabulary lesson for the week, and a sequencing activity over the events of Act I of Macbeth.

Thursday, November 11, 2010:  Students finished reading the final scene of the first act of Macbeth, turned in all work from the previous day of class, and completed a quiz over Act I of Macbeth.

Friday, November 12, 2010:  Students began reading Act II of Macbeth.

Monday, November 15, 2010:  Students resumed their reading of Act II.  After finishing the reading of Act II, students immediately began reading Act III of Macbeth.

Tuesday, November 16, 2010:  Students entered class and performed the Act II sequencing activity as a review of the act, then completed the Act II quiz.  Following the quiz, students continued reading Act III of Macbeth.

Wednesday, November 17, 2010:  Students finished the Act III reading, and completed the Act III sequencing activity.

Thursday, November 18, 2010:  Students reviewed their study guides and sequencing sheets, then completed the Act III quiz.  Students then began reading scene i of Act IV of Macbeth.

Friday, November 19, 2010:  Students entered class, completed their study of Macbeth, reviewed for the Macbeth Test, and completed the lesson 7 vocabulary quiz.
