Mrs. Davis’ English Class Activities and Assignments—
Weeks 15 & 16 (November 22-December 3, 2010)
Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV AP (Periods 1-5):
Monday, November 22, 2010:  Students entered class and logged into their edublogs accounts.  The teacher demonstrated how to select a blog theme and create an avatar, as well as how to enter text from the diary entries onto pages in the blog, and embed graphics to go along with the student-composed text.  For each of the three journal entries, students are to embed a minimum of two pictures/graphics; adding songs for the entries is OPTIONAL.  The completed blog pages are due at the start of class on Wednesday, December 1, 2010.

Tuesday, November 23, 2010:  Students worked on their blog projects or read Heart of Darkness according to the reading schedule.

Monday, November 29, 2010:  Students entered class and looked at "Eldorado" (SPLOTTS poem work on "Eldorado" will be due at the start of class on Thursday, December 2, 2010).  Students then investigated some of the key passages from Chapter 1 of Heart of Darkness.  As homework, students should finish their Hamlet Character Diary blog project, read Heart of Darkness according to the assigned schedule, and begin SPLOTTS work for the week.

Tuesday, November 30, 2010:  Most classes completed a review (through quotes) of Chapter 1 of Heart of Darkness, with some discussion of the rest of Chapter 2.  As homework, students should be finishing their blog projects, reading the second half of Chapter 2 of Heart of Darkness, and preparing their weekly SPLOTTS assignment.

Wednesday, December 1, 2010:  Classes finished the quotation-based review of Chapter 1 of Heart of Darkness, and most classes spent the remaining time looking over the list of modern major works that all students are to use in making selections for the independent study project.  As homework, students are to complete their weekly SPLOTTS assignment, read the assigned pages of Heart of Darkness (see schedule), and begin researching major works for the independent project.

Thursday, December 2, 2010:  Students turned in their weekly SPLOTTS assignments.  The class then worked through SPLOTTS steps with the poem "Billiards," and considered how its themes parallel some of the thematic concepts of Heart of Darkness.  Some classes also had time to review more of the reading of the novel and quotes review work.  As homework, students are to finish reading the novel and make their selections for an independent study work.

Friday, December 3, 2010:  Some classes began with a discussion of the end of Heart of Darkness.  Almost all classes completed a round of multiple-choice practice and viewed the answers.  Students also turned in their novel titles for use with the independent study project.  The details of that project, due at the start of class on 1/7/2011, have been posted on this website.  Students received two review sheets for Chapters 2 & 3 of Heart of Darkness to complete/review over the weekend.
Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV-A (Period 7):
Monday, November 22, 2010:  Students entered class, reviewed Act IV of Macbeth--especially the witches' prophecies, and then began reading the final act of Macbeth.  The class read through scene v, and will complete the reading tomorrow.

Tuesday, November 23, 2010:  Students finished their reading of Act V of Macbeth, and finished all study guide questions.

Monday, November 29, 2010:  Students entered class and completed work on a new vocabulary lesson.  Students then began a review of Macbeth via video viewing.

Tuesday, November 30, 2010:  Students completed some review work and then resumed their viewing of key points of Macbeth.

Wednesday, December 1, 2010:  Students completed the video review and the quotations portion of the study guide over Macbeth.  The teacher briefly discussed the format of the test, and then class was dismissed.  As homework, students are to prepare for the Macbeth test.

Thursday, December 2, 2010:  Students had a brief review then completed the comprehensive Macbeth test.  Students with time remaining could study their weekly vocabulary work to prepare for the next day's quiz.

Friday, December 3, 2010:  Students briefly studied then completed their weekly vocabulary quizzes.  Students then completed Hamlet anticipation guides as a class discussion, and viewed a brief introductory video about the play.
