Weeks 23 & 24 (January 31-February 11, 2011)
Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV AP (Periods 1-5):
Monday, January 31, 2011:  Students entered class and finished reviewing the multiple-choice practice from Friday.  Students also discussed the culmination of A Tale of Two Cities, some timed-writing advice was shared, and a reminder to complete the weekly SPLOTTS assignment was issued.  As homework, students are to review the novel and prepare SPLOTTS work.

Monday, February 7, 2011:  Students completed a timed essay writing task as the written test over A Tale of Two Cities.

Tuesday, February 8, 2011:  Students completed an objective test over A Tale of Two Cities.  As homework, students are to have their mid-quarter grade sheets signed by a parent/guardian, and students are to read "The Jilting of Granny Weatherall" (the story begins on page 272 in the Perrine's anthology students keep at home).

Wednesday, February 9, 2011: There was no school due to inclement weather conditions.

Thursday, February 10, 2011:  There was no school due to inclement weather conditions.

Friday, February 11, 2011:  Students turned in signed mid-quarter grade reports.  Students completed multiple-choice practice and entered their answers online.  Students completed a brief close reading activity over "The Jilting of Granny Weatherall."  Most classes were on an abbreviated schedule due to the Homecoming pep rally.  As homework, students are to read "Everyday Use" (the story begins on page 173 in the Perrine's anthology students keep at home).

Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV-A (Period 7):
Monday, January 31, 2011:  Students entered class and completed a new week's word study.  Also, rules pertaining to proper subject-verb and pronoun-antecedent agreement were reviewed and students completed practice exercises.  All unfinished work from class is homework and will be due the following day.
