Mrs. Davis’ English Class Activities and Assignments—
Weeks 25 & 26 (February 14-25, 2011)
Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV AP (Periods 1-5):
Monday, February 14, 2011:  Students entered class and the teacher briefly discussed the modified plans for the week.  The multiple-choice practice questions for the past two weeks were reviewed and discussed.  As homework, students are to read "A Worn Path" in the Perrine's anthology and answer the six questions at the end of the story.  Students are to turn in hand-written or word-processed answers at the start of class the following day.

Tuesday, February 15, 2011:  Students entered class, turned in homework, and took notes over Southern literature and William Faulkner.  Students received copies of As I Lay Dying and viewed the assignment schedule.  As homework, students are to read pages 3-25 before returning to class.

Wednesday, February 16, 2011:  Students entered class, finished taking introductory notes, and then looked at poetry analysis ("Revolution is the Pod" and "A Poison Tree").  In some classes there was a small bit of time to discuss the opening chapters of As I Lay Dying, as well as characters.  The new SPLOTTS assignment that is due on Wednesday, February 23, 2011, will be posted on Thursday of this week.  As homework, students are to read pages 26-52 of As I Lay Dying before returning to class on Thursday.

Thursday, February 17, 2011:  Students completed a poetry analysis timed writing during class.  As homework, students are to read pages 53-84 of As I Lay Dying before returning to class on Friday.

Friday, February 18, 2011:  Students entered class and completed a new round of multiple-choice practice--the answers will be reviewed in class next Friday.  Students then shifted their attention to As I Lay Dying, and completed the Wheel of Characters, considering indirect and direct characterization details of the Bundren family thus far in the reading.  Students are to continue reading according to the assigned schedule, and complete their character wheels before returning to class Tuesday.

Monday, February 21, 2011:  Students did not attend class in observance of Presidents' Day.

Tuesday, February 22, 2011:  Students completed an As I Lay Dying reading quiz, shared information from their character wheels, and discussed some of the latest issues of character and point of view confusion as the Bundrens begin their journey to Jefferson.  As homework, students have the weekly SPLOTTS assignment to complete and pages 112-140 of the novel to read.

Wednesday, February 23, 2011:  Students turned in SPLOTTS, reviewed the poetry selections from the previous week's timed writing, and used remaining class time to revise their timed writings for a chance to improve their scores.  As homework, students are to read pages 141-168 of As I Lay Dying.  The new SPLOTTS assignment has been posted and will be due at the start of class Tuesday, March 1, 2011 (the text of the poem is also on page 1089 of the blue Perrine's anthology).

Thursday, February 24, 2011:  Students completed a timed writing--prose passage analysis.  As homework, students are to continue reading As I Lay Dying (pages 169-205), and begin working on their new SPLOTTS assignment.

Friday, February 25, 2011:  Students entered class and reviewed the poem "My Picture," along with the correct answers for last week's multiple-choice practice.  Students also completed STAR reading assessments.  Most classes had reduced time due to the pep rally schedule; remaining time allowed for discussion of more character, plot, and point of view development in As I Lay Dying.  As homework, students are to read As I Lay Dying pages 206-231, and complete SPLOTTS work that is due Tuesday.

Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV-A (Period 7):
Monday, February 14, 2011:  Students entered class and received a copy of the pocket resume to use in seeking employment.  The teacher allowed some time for students to consider what information they need to include on the pocket resume.  Students used the rest of class time to complete the exercises of their weekly word study.

Tuesday, February 15, 2011:  Students entered class and completed a pre-reading journal activity and then submitted it through Penzu.  A brief discussion followed.  Students then read through and discussed the biographical details of John Milton and began the introductory information about Paradise Lost.

Wednesday, February 16, 2011:  Students entered class and received graded vocabulary exercises to use in studying and preparing for this week's quiz.  Students then finished reviewing the introductory information about Paradise Lost, including information about Milton's use of elevated language and allusion in the epic.  Students then read the passage in the book about Lucifer's fall from Heaven.  As homework, students are to paraphrase his final speech in the passage (lines 242-270).

Thursday, February 17, 2011:  Students entered class and used some time to finish their paraphrasing work from Paradise Lost.  Students used remaining class time to work on the historical introduction to The Restoration and the Eighteenth Century.  As homework, students are to prepare for the weekly vocabulary quiz that will take place in class tomorrow.

Friday, February 18, 2011:  Students entered class, studied briefly, and then completed the weekly vocabulary quiz. students then created presentation slides of the historic background information and submitted them for evaluation.

Monday, February 21, 2011:  Students did not attend class in observance of Presidents' Day.

Tuesday, February 22, 2011:  Students completed a new wordy study lesson and their historic background projects.

Wednesday, February 23, 2011:  Students reviewed the historic background project information, and then viewed a video that provided contextual background for Jonathan Swift's "A Modest Proposal."

Thursday, February 24, 2011:  Students wrote a journal entry, reviewed vocabulary, and then read "A Modest Proposal" in their Holt Readers, completing all side notes and questions, as well as the graphic organizer at the end of the essay.  As homework, students are to study vocabulary for tomorrow's quiz.

Friday, February 25, 2011:  Students reviewed, studied, and then completed vocabulary quizzes for the week.  Students then accessed the Renaissance Learning Place website and completed their second of three STAR reading assessments for the year.
