Mrs. Davis’ English Class Activities and Assignments—
Weeks 27 & 28 (February 28-March 11, 2011)
Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV AP (Periods 1-5):
Monday, February 28, 2011:  Students entered class and briefly discussed As I Lay Dying, especially the Addie chapter and the Cora chapter that is right before it.  Students then turned their attention to "Holy Sonnet X" by John Donne.  Students used any remaining class time to enter information for the wheel of characters.  As homework, students are to finish their reading of As I Lay Dying and complete their weekly SPLOTTS assignment. 

Tuesday, March 1, 2011:  Students entered class, turned in SPLOTTS work, and discussed the conclusion of the novel, as well as themes revealed throughout the entire novel.  As homework, students are to review the novel and themes in preparation for the timed essay test that will take place during class tomorrow. 

Wednesday, March 2, 2011:  Students entered class and completed a timed essay over As I Lay Dying.  Students who had time remaining perused the list of plays up for consideration for their Spring Semester Independent Study projects.  As homework, students are to review the novel for the objective test tomorrow, and begin work on their new SPLOTTS assignment, as well as select the play they wish to read for the project. 

Thursday, March 3, 2011:  Students entered class and received a hard copy of the upcoming SPLOTTS poem.  The teacher briefly discussed how to use the hard copy to maximum benefit for completion of the assignment.  Students then completed their objective tests over As I Lay Dying.  After the test, students had time to peruse the titles up for consideration to use with the Independent Study project. 

Friday, March 4, 2011:  Students completed an online 1:1 survey, multiple-choice practice, and submitted their independent study selections.  As homework students are to read their independent study plays and read through the assignment information, as well as the scoring rubric. 

Monday, March 7, 2011:  Students entered class and reviewed the instructions for the independent study project, then the answers to the weekly multiple-choice practice from Friday.  As homework, students are to complete the weekly SPLOTTS assignment and work toward finishing the reading of their plays. 

Tuesday, March 8, 2011:  Students entered class and turned in SPLOTTS work.  Students received test papers over A Tale of Two Cities and As I Lay Dying to review and then return to the teacher.  Students also received other graded work.  Then students reviewed "My Papa's Waltz" and considered how to write better commentary statements.  As homework, students are to read "Barn Burning" and continue reading their plays/working on completion of the independent project.  The new SPLOTTS work will be due next Tuesday. 

Wednesday, March 9, 2011:  Students entered class and took time to review key points from "Barn Burning." The class time then shifted to reviewing the prose passage timed writing from two weeks previous, and then students had an opportunity to revise their first attempt to raise their scores.  As homework, students should be completing the reading of their independent study plays, and beginning the completion of tasks for the independent study project. 

Thursday, March 10, 2011:  Students completed a poetry analysis timed writing in class.  As homework, students should be completing work for their independent study projects, and they need to closely read "The Story of an Hour" before returning to class on Friday. 

Friday, March 11, 2011:  Students completed multiple-choice practice and discussed "The Story of an Hour" in class.  As homework, students are to complete the "Beefing up Commentary" sheet, read "The Yellow Wallpaper," and work on completing tasks for their independent study projects that are due next Friday at the start of class.

Current Class Activities and Assignments for English IV-A (Period 7):
Monday, February 28, 2011:  Students entered class and completed their reading of "A Modest Proposal."  Students had the remaining time to finish taking all notes in their Holt Readers, complete filling in the graphic organizer over the essay, and complete working on all new vocabulary exercises for the week.  Any unfinished work is homework and will be due the following day.

Tuesday, March 1, 2011:  Students entered class and turned in homework from yesterday.  Students then turned their attention to the biographical details of Alexander Pope, and read the excerpts from The Rape of the Lock found in their big literature books.

Wednesday, March 2, 2011:  Students entered class and quickly reviewed or finished reading excerpts from The Rape of the Lock.  Students had remaining time to complete responses to questions 2-10 on page 460 of the big literature books.  

Thursday, March 3, 2011:  Students entered class and read an excerpt from A Vindication of the Rights of Women and then had time to review the study questions for the quiz over The Restoration and Eighteenth Century.

Friday, March 4, 2011:  Students entered class and completed a 1:1 survey online, then studied briefly. Students completed the weekly word study quiz and the class made plans to adjust their schedules for the start of the upcoming week to fit the quiz over the Restoration and eighteenth century history and literary selections.

Monday, March 7, 2011:  Students entered class and pulled out their Restoration and eighteenth century review sheets.  The class divided the questions for finding complete answers, then the answers found were reviewed and modified.  The quiz over these selections will take place in class tomorrow and students are to study in preparation for the quiz as homework this evening.

Tuesday, March 8, 2011:  Students entered class and completed the first step of new word study, then had independent study time.  Students completed the Restoration and Eighteenth Century quiz, then resumed working on their new wordy study lesson for the week.  As homework, students are to finish all word study exercises.

Wednesday, March 9, 2011:  Students entered class and turned in vocabulary work.  Students then read and worked through the margin questions and other tasks in their Holt Readers for the historic introduction to the Romantic Period.

Thursday, March 10, 2011:  Students reviewed vocabulary and then the historic highlights of the Romantic Period.  Students then read Wordsworth's "Tintern Abbey" poem and completed all related work in the Holt Reader about it, including the graphic organizer at the end of the poem regarding structure and content.  Students then turned their attention to the video about the Romantic Poets.  As homework, students are to study in preparation for the weekly vocabulary quiz.

Friday, March 11, 2011:  Students studied briefly and completed vocabulary quizzes.  Students then had independent reading time while several students made up work before the end of the grading quarter.  The teacher urged students to remember their Holt Readers and bring them to class on Monday to continue their study of the Romantic Poets.
